Originally from Ireland, she
grew up surrounded by Celtic artistry, with a deep
fascination for the intricate knot work of the Book of
Kells. This inspiration shapes her quilting today,
where she brings Celtic designs to life through
piecing, embroidery, and Longarm quilting.

With a background in high tech, Leona gravitated
toward computerized quilting, becoming a Certified
Art and Stitch Instructor in 2012. She now shares her
expertise through her Celtic Love Knot Workshop,
where she helps students uncover the magic of
interwoven designs. For Leona, quilting is not just
about creating beautiful pieces—it's about

Amador Valley
Quilters have responded, however, they specifically
want us to join them with the Quilt of Valor
membership and that specific mission statement is,
as yet, not in line with PPQG’s mission.

The Delta Quilters Guild (Brentwood), Tokay
Stitch n Quilt Guild (Lodi), Mostly Modern Quilters of
Santa Rosa, Carquinez Straight Stitchers, Annie
Star Quilt Guild (Chico), River City Quilt Guild
(Sacramento), Northwinds Quilt Guild (Fairfield),
and Golden Valley Quilt Guild (Citrus Heights) have
responded and promised us quilts, as well as fabric.
Bonnie Smith in Clovis has sent 13 presentation
bags.

We now have official VHQ labels! Thank you
Sandy Hughes for making them. Some labels are in
the PPQG mailbox at GAC. If you are available for
the March 12 Sew-in, we need help sewing the new
labels onto the VHQ quilts.

We received 3 quilts at the February guild
meeting. This brings our meter up to 23 quilts
received. We need 27 more to reach our goal of 50.

Several retreaters were working on VHQ'’s
and several others in our guild have told me they are
also working on VHQ’s. We are well on our way!
Thanks so much to all who are making this happen.
All your ideas are being considered toward the
method of how we can distribute the quilts on the day
of the monument dedication.
